If youOve
picked up the most recent copy of the Seattle Sectional Chart (effective date was 17 December 2
youOll note that there is now Class E airspace to the surface at Orcas Island Airport, as well as a
Class E toethe-surface corridor that extends to the south/southeast of KORS and includes Blakely
Island Airport. Based on the notation on the chart, the depicted airspace is intermittently active a
youOll need to check NOTAMSs to be sure. The RNAV (GP$) approach into KORS is not
authorized at night, so IOm guessing the Class Bhe-surface may revert to starting at 7000 AGL ¢
night.

All that to say, make sure you have a Special VFR clearance prior to operating in that airspace w
135.425 at ORS igeporting less than 10000 and 3sm during daytime. Getting that clearance will
require talking to either Whidbey Approach or Victoria Terminal depending on whether you are
north or south of ORS. WeOre all aware of localized variations in ceilings andhilgty around these
parts.
